* Drop is not:

For anything that is interactive, uses less

than 8 parallel cores per job, is not queue-able, or generally takes less than a few nights to run on
your desktop, you had better use one of the stand-alone servers.

Drop has only scratch storage. Move important data to a different server. Anything on /data/
can be deleted without notice.
