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Each LOFAR station is capable of spreading its observing bandwidth over multiple beams on the sky. In the case of the
low-band antennas, these beams can be pointed anywhere on the sky. This figure shows a simultaneous LOFAR
observation of 5 pulsars at 24MHz. These pulsars are spread across the observable sky.
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
